A clean and uncluttered home is key.

A dirty home sends a negative message.  Buyers want an extremely clean and organized home.

Pack up any personal photos and portraits, knickknacks and put a minimal amount of items on surfaces such as kitchen counters, dressers, bathroom sinks, end tables and coffee tables.  Organize closets, pantries and cupboards.  

To make a closet look bigger, pack up seasonal clothes and rarely used items.  If the cupboards and closets look organized, buyers will feel like they will be organized as well.

Clean your whole house from top to bottom.  Buyers notice dirty light fixtures, baseboards, ovens, carpets, light switches, windows, everything.

There are many air-neutralizing sprays on the market to help mask orders without an overwhelming smell.  If odors aren’t taken care of with sprays, consider replacing carpet and painting walls to eliminate them.

Create plenty of curb appeal.

Paint any peeling or chipping paint.

Make needed repairs.

If small repairs aren’t taken care of, it can signal to a buyer that a home has not been cared for and may prevent them from making a reasonable offer.  

Consider your room arrangements.

Make every room easy to move through and rearrange or remove furniture from the room if needed.  Buyers love homes that have a nice flow.

Rooms should be staged with a specific purpose so buyers know what it is.  If the room is a home office, stage it with a desk.
